Abstract. The authors refer to P. Sorokin who characterized institutions of education and upbringing as the
means of vertical social circulation and which become a «social lifty, due to which people move up and down the
storeys of the social construction. It has been emphasized that a «school (university) sievey due to the qualitative aspect
of delimitation of Pupils (Students) provides an opportunity to replenish the upper strata of society (characteristic of
traditional societies) with people of high intellectual abilities, but herewith who demonstrate moral weakness. The
result of such organization of the school (university) is its complete inability to improve the moral spirit of citizens, as
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the transmission of main cultural achievements to the new generation no longer comes up to the challenges and
requirements of the information society, so it has been introduced an idea of forming a new type of person — nomads:
Nomo Ludens and Homo Cognoscens, by overcoming activism, anthropocentrism and Eurocentrism, and introducing
LLL-education and its humanization. The authors ground that due to the quantitative aspect of the «school (university)
sievey, two processes are quite possible — overproduction as well as underproduction of the elites, which is fraught with
negative consequences in traditional societies. It has been assumed that a completely different thing can be observed in
information societies (including Ukraine), which require a large number of qualified specialists with diplomas (a
diploma is the initial stage for LLL — education) and a free choice for independent employment.
