Morozov B.S. The complex of preventive measures behind echinococcosis is a guarantee of obtaining safe and high-quality
meat raw materials.

In the article information is resulted in relation to complex veterinary-sanitary examination (sensory, technological, biochemical,
microbiological, toxicological indexes) of products of coalface of pigs, staggered by Echinococcuss; materials are systematized from
prophylaxis and measures of fight against Echinococcus multilocularis the proper attention to warning of infection of people is spared. It is well-
proven that products of coalface of the staggered animals are the potential source of the food poisonings of people, that is why not grounded is
cleaning out of staggered Echinococcus of areas of liver and realization without limitation of intact parts of such organ (in obedience to the
rules of veterinary-sanitary examination of meat and meat products) which does not answer the European requirements of safety of food stuffs.



On the basis of findings the scientifically grounded ways of perfection of veterinary-sanitary estimation of products of coalface of animals are
developed for Echinococcus invasions which consists in the leadthrough of bacteriologic examinations for the exception of semination by a

pathogenic microflora.
