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This all is a detriment to their economy because this lessens their ability to grow
crops and provides them with little food sources.
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THE COMPACT ECOLOGICAL CITY: THE NEW CONCEPT
OF URBAN SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT

Compact city is a spatial reconstruction scheme to solve the problem of urban
sprawl and suburban disorderly development [1]. However, it has been questioned
because it ignores the spatial power of the urban economic system and the carrying
capacity of the urban ecosystem [2]. The following five aspects have become the
focus of the recent deepening and revision of the compact city theory.

1) Can high-density urban forms advocated by compact cities truly reduce the
development and utilization of land resources and energy? How to define the so-
called reasonable urban scale of compact city?

2) In the operation of compact city, how to solve the contradiction between
urban space restriction and capital space flow under the condition of market
mechanism? :

3) Is it possible to effectively reduce the utilization rate of private cars of urban
residents only through the compactness and height of urban form? How to implement
a cross-cultural public policy so that this constraint can be successfully implemented
in different countries?

4) In the construction of compact city, how to realize the coupling between
labor employment space and living space, how to achieve a balance between urban
industrial layout and natural ecological protection?

5) How to achieve social integration and interaction between different social
classes in the public facilitics and residential layout of a compact city? How can we
demonstrate a clear community spirit and social justice?

The compact city theory has great controversy in urban form and concrete
practice, but it still provides a huge theoretical material for the academic community
and a useful attempt to explore the sustainable development of modern cities. With
the decpening of sustainable development and the increasingly serious problems of
urban sprawl, congestion and pollution in modern cities, the concept of eco-city
comes into being.
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The introduction of eco-city has greatly expanded the¢ economic space and
ccological space constraints in traditional compact cities, and has become a more
operational and sustainable development concept. However, due (o the complex
construction process of eco-city, it involves urban overall planning, industrial layout,
ccological reconstruction, public policy and other aspects, so the practice still needs
further testing {3].

Therefore. the study attempts to build a six-law synergy system, namely natural
ccologicalization, economic ecologicalization, social ecologicalization, human habitat
| ecologicalization, traffic ecologicalization, and political ecologicalization, and builds
i new compact eco-city sysiem framework. The specific strategy is as follows:

1) Building a multi-center urban layout system. Improve the compactness and
lunctional diversity of urban units and address the contradiction between capital
Iows and city size in a single compact city.

2) Develop a green public transportation system. Establish a green public
Iransportation system represented by the TOD (Transit-Oriented-Development), and
meet the different transportation needs of residents through a multi-level, networked
«walk-bike-public transportation-car» road pattern.

The compact eco-city not only inherits the principle of high-density central
area construction, reasonable city scale and sustainable usc of resources and energy in
(he compact urban concepl. At the same time, it also has a series of characteristics of
ceo-city, using the principles of ecological city construction and the realization of the
path to achieve a healthy and sustainable urban transformation.
